Ⅰ.Contract Size & Minimum Warranted Delivery Size
The size of a standard aluminum futures contact is 5tons/lot and the minimum warranted delivery size is 25 tons.
Ⅱ. Grade and Quality Specifications 
(1) Aluminum used for physical delivery against this contract must comply with all specifications as prescribed in the National Standard of GB/T1196-2008 AL99.70, such as aluminum content, impurity content and others.
(2) Appearance and weight. Aluminum shall be delivered in the form of ingot. The weight of domestic aluminum per piece is 15Kg±2Kg or 20Kg±2Kg. The weight of imported aluminum per piece is between 12 Kg and 26 Kg. 

(3) Each overfilled and underfilled warrant shall not exceed ±2% and pound difference shall not exceed ±0.1%.

(4) Aluminum on each warrant must consist of commodity of the same producer, nameplate, registered trademark, quality grade, shape and packing quantity (approximate weight per bundle). 

(5) Aluminum on each warrant must be the registered brand approved by the Exchange and attached with quality certificate.
(6) Warrants shall not be transferred unless the goodness of them is confirmed by the Exchange’s certified delivery warehouses pursuant to SHFE rules 
Ⅲ. Producers and Registered Brands Recognized by the Exchange
Aluminum used for physical delivery must be the brand registered with the Exchange. The specific registered brands as well as the rate of premium and discount will be prescribed and announced by the Exchange in due course.

Ⅳ. Certified Delivery Warehouse 

The certified delivery warehouse and the rate of premium and discount for off-site delivery warehouse will be announced by the Exchange in due course.
