The amendments to Copper Cathode Contract Specifications of the Shanghai Futures Exchange, Aluminum Contract Specifications of the Shanghai Futures Exchange, Zinc Contract Specifications of the Shanghai Futures Exchange and Natural Rubber Contract Specifications of the Shanghai Futures Exchange have been approved by China Securities Regulatory Commission (ZJH[2009]No.107); Amendments to Delivery Rules of the Shanghai Futures Exchange that are related to the above-mentioned amendments have been approved at the 15th meeting of the 2nd Board of Directors of the Shanghai Futures Exchange and submitted to China Securities Regulatory Commission. These documents are issued hereby.
It is decided as follows for smooth transition from old contracts and enforcement rules to new ones:

I. Transitional arrangements for amending natural rubber contracts and related detailed delivery rules
1. Delivery time for domestic natural rubber (SCR WF) of new national standard specifications:
(1) As from the issuance of this document, generating the standard warrants for physical delivery is allowable for domestic natural rubber (SCR WF) that complies with new national standard specifications and has a net package content of 33.3 kg or a net weight of 40 kg. 
(2) As from June 1, 2012, domestic natural rubber with a net package weight of 40 kg is not allowed to be loaded into warehouse for generation of standard warrants.
(3) RU1211 is the last deliverable contract for domestic natural rubber (SCR WF) that complies with new national standard specifications and has a net package content of 40 kg.  

2. Transitional plan and time limits for excluding domestic Grade-A standard rubber with the former national standard specifications and package from the delivery (as per existing regulations of the Exchange) 
According to regulations on validity period of natural rubber in the Detailed Delivery Rules of the Shanghai Futures Exchange, the Exchange-permitted load-in deadline for natural rubber produced in 2008 using the former national standard specifications and package is May 31, 2009. i.e., the Exchange will no longer accept natural rubber with former national standard specifications and package for load-in as from June 2009; RU0911 is the last deliverable contract for natural rubber loaded into warehouse using the former national standard specifications and package for which standard warrants have already been generated. 
II. Transitional arrangements for amending copper cathode, aluminum and zinc contracts and related detailed delivery rules

Effective as from the first newly listed contract following issuance of this document and the contracts started in subsequent months, the newly amended copper cathode, aluminum and zinc contracts and related detailed delivery rules will be implemented to ensure smooth transition from old contracts and rules to new ones, excepting the following:
1. The already generated standard warrants can still be used for the physical delivery of futures contracts.

2. Products manufactured per new national standards are allowed for physical delivery as from the issuance of this document.

3. As for copper cathode and unalloyed aluminum ingots for remelting (AL 99.70) brands registered with LME and recognized by the Exchange for delivery, standard warrants can still be generated as required for physical delivery. The deadline for the generation of standard warrants and physical delivery will be notified in due course for copper cathode and unalloyed aluminum ingots for remelting (AL 99.70) brands registered with LME and recognized by the Exchange for delivery as per existing regulations but not approved for registration at the Exchange yet. This will come into effect as from the first newly listed contract following issuance of this document and the contracts started in the subsequent months.
